Why Use Thomson Teflon Tape? 
 
Quality: High tensile, high elongation, will not split when wrapping, not less than 99% 

pure PTFE and a full 3 mil thick.  Specifically designated density for optimum 
application, yet soft enough to pull down into the threads while still enough PTFE 
to properly seal with minimum amount of tape.
